
DOUGLASS EXPOSES 
EVILS OF SLAVERY
FREDERICK DOUGLASS has been hailed 

a new national leader of the abolitionists’ 
anti-slavery movement after his 

autobiography was published yesterday.
Narrative of the Life of Frederick Douglass, 

an American Slave describes his earlier years 
as an enslaved man and his struggle for 
freedom. He wrote the book in the town of 
Lynn, after he became a free man. The work 
is predicted to become an instant bestseller, 
adding momentum to the campaign to end 
slavery across America.

The book describes the evils of slavery in chilling 
detail. But some whites question his authorship, 
saying a slave is incapable of writing such a work.

In the book, Douglass recounts his early life,
