THE U.S. ARMORY at Springfield, 
Massachusetts, has helped restore 
America’s honor after the nation’s latest 

conflict with Britain. The War of 1812 has 
formally ended. To the relief of citizens on 
both sides, a treaty has settled the northeastern 
border between America and British-
controlled Canada.

The Springfield armory played an important 
role as a big provider of weapons to American 
forces. It made nearly 10,000 muskets last year.

They say the Springfield armory has finally 
come of age after a slow start. In 1795, as the 
nation’s first government-run armory, 40 
workers were expected to produce just 245
