ONE of the bloodiest wars in U.S. 

history starts in 1861 after 11 
Southern states break away from 

the Union. They fear President 
Abraham Lincoln will ban slavery, 
on which their farming economy 

is built. Lincoln issues the 
Emancipation Proclamation in 

1863, declaring that slaves in rebel 
states are free. The war ends two 

years later, with the Union restored 
and slavery ended. But Lincoln is 
assassinated and the southern 
states are devastated by war.
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
